Mobbs Lane Reserve is a natural bushland reserve adjoining the Terrys Creek Walk. The playground is set within 
mature trees which provide excellent natural shade. The playground space is supported with additional park 
furniture, a picnic shelter and car parking. The area of open space is popular with nearby residents and is an 
important space for families to gather.
